Allied Masonic Degrees of the United States of
America occurred in Salisbury, North Carolina, and
that the union of the two bodies was drawn up and
entered into July 18, 1933, and was ratified by the
North Carolina Grand Council August 5, 1933 and
was ratified by the Sovereign College at Norway,
Maine August 24, 1933, and became effective as of
September 7, 1933.
